This course is aimed at people who have an interest and
some experience in music. It is designed to provide a
broad, vocational education which will prepare students
for a variety of careers within the music industry.

The programme is structured in such a way as to
gradually increase student choice and autonomy in order
to allow individuals to identify and pursue areas of
particular strength and interest.

The main areas covered are: performance, music
technology, composition and music business.
Work-based leamning is central to the design of the
course. Work experience modules form the core of
the course and all other modules feed into these.

This is not primarily a performance course but all
students study performance and will be expected to
perform in public. Academic modules will be balanced by
modules that concentrate on musical performance and
various aspects of music technology. Some modules
explore current music industry practice, requiring students
to prepare for, arrange and undertake a number of gigs.
Students will also have the opportunity to develop their
composition skills, musical knowledge and understanding
of aspects of popular music.

You will develop a variety of skills in arts practice,
communication and working with diverse client groups in
community and health care environments to promote
well-being and empowerment.

The Foundation Degree is for:
